EI Obispo Joseph C. Bambera de Scranton,
Pensilvania, fue uno de los obispos que viajaron a Brownsville, Texas la semana
pasada para visitar a los detenidos. Lea su reflexion, la cual termina con la
siguiente declaracion, "Si, queremos proteger a nuestro pais. Yo también quiero
protegerlo, pero no quiero que este pierdanunca lo que lo ha hecho tan grande y
maravilloso: la compasién que ha demostrado a tantas personas".

No son solo palabras. Varias organizaciones catélicas han intercedido a favor de
los nifios separados en la frontera y pedido la reunificacion de las familias. La
familia es la base de la doctrina social catdlica.

La migracion v el trafico humano estan relacionados. Los refugiados que huyen
de condiciones peligrosas en sus paises de origen son vulnerables a la trata de seres
humanos. Las personas indocumentadas que temen contactar a las autoridades son
igualmente indefensas. Lea sobre lo que esta haciendo la Conferencia de Obispos
Catolicos de los Estados Unidos (USCCB por sus siglas en inglés) respecto al
trafico humano y el significado del programa SHEPHERD.

Los solicitantes de asilo en la frontera tienen el derecho a la revision de sus
casos. Contrario a los argumentos de la administracion, segun un fallo de un caso
federal, aquellos que buscan asilo en los Estados Unidos tienen derecho a la
revision individual de sus casos y a ser liberados hasta que se emita una resolucion.
Los representantes de la Conferencia de Obispos Catdlicos aplaudieron la
sentencia.
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
