Administration Proposes Low Refugee Limits; Advocates Respond. For this
fiscal year beginning October 1, the federal government has set a maximum
number of refugees that will be admitted for resettlement in the United States
during the year. The Trump Administration is proposing a maximum of 18,000 for
fiscal 2020, the lowest number since the program began in 1980. On behalf of the
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, Bishop Joe VVasquez, chair of the
committee on Migration and Refugee Services condemned the historically low
number. There are expected to be 386,000 refugee and asylum claims.

Catholic Charities Atlanta and others who resettle refugees in Atlanta see the direct
Impact of the proposed limitation in Georgia.

Administracion propone disminuir limite de refugiados; defensores
responden. Para el afio fiscal que comenzaréa el primero de octubre, el gobierno
federal ha establecido un numero maximo de refugiados que seran admitidos para
reasentamiento en los Estados Unidos durante el afio. La Administracion de Trump
esta proponiendo un maximo de 18,000 personas para el afio fiscal 2020, la cifra
mas baja desde que comenzo el programa en 1980. En nombre de la Conferencia
de Obispos Catdlicos de los Estados Unidos, el Obispo Joe Vasquez, presidente del
comité de Servicios de Migracion y Refugiados expreso su descontentd con esta
cifra histéricamente baja. El estimado de solicitudes de asilo y refugio es de
386,000 personas.

Caridades Catolicas de Atlanta y otras organizaciones que trabajan para reasentar a
refugiados en Atlanta ven el impacto directo en Georgia del limite propuesto.
